Maine Association of Police Banquet Award Categories

1. JAMES DURANT CIVILIAN RECOGNITION AWARD
Presented to a non-law enforcement citizen who has supported and assisted law enforcement in his/her community
2. BUSINESS RECOGNITION AWARD
Given to a business that has supported and assisted law enforcement in its community.

3. PETER MACVANE COMMUNITY SERVICE AWARD
Presented to a M.A.P. member who, through volunteerism in his/her community, has received the respect and recognition of their community and brought credit to his/her department.
4. PICKERING AWARD (FORMERLY THE CHIEF'S AWARD)
Presented to a chief who has shown outstanding support for, and made contributions to, the Maine Association of Police.

5. LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENT AWARD
Presented to a M.A.P. member, active or retired, who, through his/her actions and devotion to duty, brought credit to the law enforcement community.
6. HEROISM AWARD
Presented to an individual who, under adverse conditions, prevents a death or serious injury. There must be some degree of hazard to life and limb to the nominee at the time of the incident.

7. OFFICER OF THE YEAR
Presented to an active M.A.P. member who has distinguished him/her self throughout the year with actions that, not only bring credit to the law enforcement community, but actions that promote and enhance the Maine Association of Police.
8. Larry Gross Cop’s Cop Award
Selected by the President, the Cop’s Cop award recognizes a member not only for their commitment to the profession of law enforcement, but to their commitment to the fraternal nature of the Maine law enforcement community.

9. MERITORIOUS SERVICE AWARD
Presented to an active M.A.P. member who, through outstanding police or dispatch work, prevents a death or serious injury, solves a difficult crime or crimes(s), or performs an act that required a great deal of courage. There need not be any degree of hazard to life or limb to the nominee at the time of the incident.

10. COMMUNICATIONS OFFICER OF THE YEAR
Presented to an active M.A.P. dispatcher who has distinguished him/her self throughout the year with actions that not only bring credit to his/her profession, but also performs his/her daily duties to the highest degree possible.

11. MAP LIFESAVING AWARD
Presented to a person (civilian, police officer, map member or not) who saves the life of another by his or her actions. There need not be any hazardous risk(s) to the nominee.

12. The William B. Troubh Leadership Award (Not Open for Nominations)
Selected by a joint committee of MAP, MAP Retirees and Troubh, Heisler, P.A., this award selects an individual (civilian or police officer) who demonstrates extraordinary leadership abilities in their profession, community or the field of law enforcement. A police officer does not need to be a member of MAP to be considered, nor is there a requirement for the committee to select a candidate on an annual basis.
