Katahdin: 

Portland to Millinocket to Baxter State Park

Travel North on I-95 to Exit 244 (the Medway / Mattawamkeag Exit) From the exit head west towards Millinocket.  The center of Millinocket should be Approx. 10 miles from the exit.  From the center of Millinocket follow the signs to Baxter State Park, should be Approx.18 Miles from the center of town. Total time for the trip should be around 4 hrs.    
Camping opens on May 15th and Abol campground is one of the first to open for the season.  Abol trail (which leads directly up the Mt.) will probably be the only trail available this time of year and is located to the rear of Abol campground.  There should be plenty of campsites available and the group will meet at Abol Campground on May 19th.  At 0700 hours on May 20th the group will hike Abol Trail to the top of Mt. Katahdin and return to the campground on the same day.

If you have yet to make a reservation and May 19th is within a couple weeks time call Baxter State Park Reservations directly to reserve your site at 723-5140.  The fee is $18.00 per night per site.  Some sites will hold up to 6 people and the rate will remain $18.00 for the site.
