On May 20, 2006, Cops on Top expedition teams will summit the highest peaks in their respective states 
to honor the memory of fallen officers.   The climbs will take place during National Police Memorial Week, 
May 14 to 20, 2006, with expedition teams expected to summit on May 20.
